Andthe VI C T O R Y obtained over the

Ottoman Army,

The 12thof SEPTEMBER 1683,

Fter a Siege of Sixty days, dccompanied with a Thoufand
Difficulties , Sicknefles , Want of Provifions, and great

Effufion of Blood , after a Million of Cannon and Muf-

quet.Shot, Bombs, Granadoes, and all forts of Fire

Works ; which has changed the Face of the faireft and

moft flourifling City in the World , disfigured and ruined moft part
of the beft Palacés of the fame, and chiefly thofe of the Emperor ;
and damaged in many places the Beautiful Tower ‘and Church of
St. Stephen 5 with many Sumptuous Buildings. After a Refiftance fo
vigorous , and the Lofs of fo many brave Officers and Souldiers,
whofe Valour and Bravery deferve Immortal Glory. After fo many
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Toils endured ; fo many Watchings, and fo many Orders fo prudent.
ly diftribvted by Count Staremburgh , and fo pua&ually execuced by
_ the other Officers.

After fo many new R etrenchments, Pallizadoes , Parapets, new
Ditches in the Ravelins , Baftions, Courtins , and principal Streets
and Houfes in the Town : Finally, after a Vigorous Defence and a
Refiftance without parallel , Heaven favourably heard the Prayers
and Tears of a Caft-down and Mournful People, and retorted the
Terror on a powerful Enemy , and drove' him from the Walls of
Vienna , who f{ince the Fifteenth'of Fuly laft early in the Morning, to
the Twelfth of September, had fo Vigoroully attacked it with Two
hundred thoufand Men, ; and by endlefs Workings, Trenchings, and
Minings , reducedit almoft to itslaft gafp.

Count Staremburgh , who fuftained this great Burden , affifted by
fo many Gallant Officers , having given Norice to the Chriftian Ar-
my , by Difcharge of Mufquets from the Tower of St. Stepben , of the
Exrremity whereto the City was reduced , they difcovered on the
Twelfth of this Month, early in the Morning, the Chriftian Troops
marching down the Neighbouring Mountains of Kalemberg, and heard
continually the Difcharges of their Artillery againft the Zuwrés , who
being advanced thither, were fortified with Parapets of Earth and
great Stones, to hinder the Defcent of the Chriftian Army from the
Mountains, who notwithftanding did advance. The Vanguardof the
Horfe and Foot , feconded by the Polifh Horfe , had a long Skirmith
with the Zurks . difputing every Foot of Giound ; but feeing them-
felves totally vanquithed by the Chriftian Forces , who had furmount.
ed all the Difficulties of the Mountains , and diawn down their Can-
non in fpight of them, they retired Fighting , leaving to the Chri-
ftians all their Camps foll of Pavillions , Tents, Barracks, and Eight
Pieces of Cannon’ ( with which they had raifed a Battery on that fide
Four days before ) and retreated towards their Principal Camp , be-
tween the Villages of Hernalls , Haderkling and Yezing ; but as they
palfed by the Baftion of Melck they fired their Cannon farioufly on
them : The Chriftians being ravifh'd with the Vitory , purfued
them with fo- much heat , that they were not only forced to leave
their great Camps, but likewife all their others ; flying towards Hun-
Zary : And it is certain , had not the Nighr come on , they had to-
tally defeated and routed the Otzoman Army.

During thefe hot Skirmifhes on the Mountains ; the Chriftians loft
near 100 Men, among whom the Serjeant Major cf the Regiment of
Sc“ubtz, Prince Maurice of Croy, Captain of the Regiment of Grana,
the Prince his Brother, Marefhal Lieutenant of the Field, was wounded
there in his Shoulder : They fired then continually againft the Ap-
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proaches and Batteries of the Zurés , with the Artillery from our Ba-
fions and Ramparts ; the Beficgers , animated by the prefence of the
Grand Vifier , anfwered vigoroufly from theirs , and great Vollies of
Mufquets were difcharged from both fides , intermingled with great
quantities of Granado’s. The Grawd Vifier , who was in the Ap-
proaches, gave them hopes of carrying the place ; Prince Lewis of
Baden and Collonel Heufler entred their Treaches , at the fame time
Count Staremburgh fallied and feconded them , and repulfed the
Janizaries , who faved themfelves , with the Grand Vifier , whofe
Son was either killed or taken Prifoner , and himfelf wounded , as ’tis
faid. Of late the Enemy had not thot io many Bombs nor Stones, nor
Fire-works, as they did that Sunday Morning when our Men defcend-
ed from the Hills towards the Scotch and Melk Baftions , upon which
there ftood a great many People to fee from a-far our Defcent and the
Combat ; but they obferved the Enemy did but little Hurt. To-
wards the Evening the 7ur/s iecing the Chriftians Mafters of their
Camp over againft the Scorch Baftion , and that our Cavalry had en-
tred it , planted Two Picces of Cannon and fhot againft them , a
while after, feeing themfelves furprized , they quitred their Ap-
proaches and all their Artillery, confifting of Seventy five Pieces of
Gannon, Fourteen Cannons for Battery; and fome Mortar Pieces be-
ing comprized therein. At the fame time there happened a Skirmith
in the Camp with the Janizaries , who were come out of the Trenches,
but they made no great refiftance, and like Cowards ran away.

In the Night the Chriftians made themfclves Mafters of all the
Turks Camp. Afterwards Four Companies of our Foot entred into the
Enemies Approaches with Torches and lighted Straw , but found
nothing but Dead Bodies ; they took pofleffion of the Enemies Artil-
lery, fom=whereof were brought into the City. All the night long
we faw Fires at a diftance, the 7uré having fired as many of their
Camps as fo fudden a flight would give them leave, and retreated from
the Ifland by favour of a Bridge which they had made below the Ri-
ver, upon one of the Arms of the Damube , the Chriftians having feiz-
ed the Bridge above, on the fameRiver.

On Monday Morning we faw all the Camps and Fields covered with
Souldiers as well Poles as Germans. The (ity was relieved on Sun-
day about Five of the Clock in the Afternoon, and every bodiescus
riofity carried them to fee the Camp 4 after they had been fhut up above
two Months.

The King of Poland having in the mean time with the great.
eft Vigor repulfed the Enemy on his fide and put them to flight,
leaving the Plunder of their Camp behind them , which confifted of
a very Rich Tent of the Grand Vifier , his Colours , Two Poles
with the Horfe Tails , their ufual Signal of War, and his Guidon
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Sr Standard , fet with Diamonds, hisc Treafure defigned for the Pays
ment of the Army , and in fhort, all his Equipage was poflefs'd by
the Polynders. As for the reft of the Tents, Baggage, Artillery,
Ammunition, and Provifions enough to load Eight thoufand Wag-
gons , wes divided among our Army.

Night coming en, wecould no longer purfue , having followed
the Enemy abouta Mile from their Camp-, and our Army having
been all that time without Eating and Drinking , we were forced to
found a Retreat to refrefh them. We had all that Night to reftin,
and the Enemy to favethemfelves ; the nexr day being the Thirteenth
we continued not the purfuit for the fame reafon , which without
doubt we might have done with great advantage , fince they fled in
much diforder toward St. Godarr to get over the River Raab. We
are building a Bridge at Al/temburgh in Hungary , and our Armies will
march very fuddenly. On Sunday Night, after the Battle, his Impe-
rial Majefty cameto cloifter Naburgh, Four hours from Vienna, from
whence he fent the next day to compliment the King of Poland and
the Ele@ors upon their good fuccefs the day before.

On the Fourteenth, Count Stareméurgh came to his Imperial Maje-
fty (who received him withall manner of demonflrations of Affeci-
on and Efteem ) and gave him a Relation of feveral confiderable paf-
fages during the Siege: A fhort time. after tiie Emperour embarked
on the Danube, and landed above the Bridge before the Town, ard
entred the City at the Staben Gate , at Landing he'was received
by the Ele®ors of Bavaria and Saxony , who were attended ey their
Guards and a great many Noble Men. It being impoffible to remove

in fo fhort a time fuch a number of Dead Bodies , both Turks , Chri
fians , and Horfes , the ftench whereof was fo great on the Road,
that itiwas enough to have caufed an Infeion.

We faw the Mines of the Zurés which had made fo great Breaches,
one in the Ballion of Leé and the other in that of the Palace,
each about Six Fathoms long from bottom to top : There were alfo
Five Mines under the Courtin, which would havebeen ready to fpring
in two days , when they defigned a general Affault; which would
have been dangerous, aswell tor the greatnefs of the Breach , as the
diminution of the Strength of the Befieged: As His Majefty paffed
over the Bridge erected on purpofe at the Baftion of Siuben-Tower ,
he was harangued in Latin by the Magiftrate , and thence he went
to the Cathedral of St. Stephens. Three Royal Vollies were made by
all the Artillery , the firft at his Majeftics arrival near the Town ,
the fecond at his landing , the third during the Te Deum ; which be-
ing ended , he returned to his Palace , and gave Audience to feveral
Publici Minifters, and after dined with the two Ele@ors.

Towards
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Towards Night drrived the D. of Zorriin , who was received with
great Joy and SatisfaGion (having behaved himfelt (o Admiration) for
{xis.Care, Valour and Condu@, during thewiole AGion. On the Fif-
eenth the Emperodr, Ele@ors, and D, of Lorrain, went to Vifit
the King of Poland and take a View of his Army,” which wis Encamp-
ed upon the High-way as far as Eberfdorf. = The Ele@or of Buvuria
was at the Head of his Troops with _his Sword drawn »  With which
l}e made a_moft profound Reverence to His. Imperial Majefty ; who
came and embrac’d him, faying a Thoufand obliging Things of him,
defiring him to put up his Sword : Whereupon his Elecoral High-
nefs told him that it was the fame Sword which had been given
him'by His Imperial Majefty at Alten Oettinighen Two years fince,
and which having promifed to wear for his Service, he was now come
to perform his Duty : bur fince his Ma jefty commanded him to put it
up , heobeyed. And then he asked his Majefty whether he fhould
'ﬁ&rch\or’ Retreat with bis Troops : He likewife asked the fame of

is Highnefs of. Lorrasn, who ftood by the Empsrours fide, and then
ollow'd the Emperour_to Eber[dorf , and from thence to Schwecber A
where wasthe Head Quarters. Affoon as the King faw the Emperour
coming , he advanced towards him , accompanied with the Prince his
Son:, the great Marefchal Fublomowsky, Palatinof Ruffia , with
{everal other Perfons o('Qualcig, very bravely attended ; and as we
'rharc(hcd likewife in a great B y, wemade a.Demi-circle on both fides,
and drew fo near toon¢ another that we madea perfe Circle, that
-no body could enter. '

Their Majefties being on Horfe-back , complimented each_ othet
upon the Vicory , which the one attributed to the other ; the King
oF Poland had the greateft fhare of the glory of thisday which he
beft deferved :* for he may be truly fliled one of the Greateft Kings
of Chriftendom, and the moft Valiant.  After half an hours Conver-
fation ; the Emperour Wwas defired by the King of Poland to fee
his Army, which he accepted of , and was conduted by his Great
Marcthal. In effe@ never any thing could be feen more Great and
Heroick than the Fourthoufand Huffars, who were all well-armed”
with Cdoats of Male ; and all the reft of the Army very bravely ac-
coutred.

Having viewed the whole Polifh Army , the Great Marefhal com-
manded the faid Hoffars to make the Courfe ‘which they are ufed to
make when they go to javefl the Enemy , wherewith His Imperial
Majefty was highly pleafed.

Afterwards His Imperial Majefty returned to Court , where we Jearn
every hour fo many particulars of this happy Succefs, that the Vito-

HE Eiperoiir is gorfe this day for Lints : We arc now be-
ginning to cleanfe the City of its Rubbith ; #nd’carry off 'the
Dead Carcaffes of Man and Beaft. The Zirks hada French
Ingineer in their Camp , who hath done very much hurt to this
City, and ruin'dus 5o Pieces 8f Cannon : There was 4lfo’apreat ma-
ny French among the Fanizarses | and many were found ameng the
Dead with French Silver and Gold in 'their Pockers. Thére ate daily
brought in a great number of Tur&s Prifohets -fihce the fight of the
Grand Vifier. It is intended to fet the Turks that are already, and
fhall be héreafter taken, at Work off the reparation of our B.ffeonsand
Courtins. The Sieur Kaunits , ‘the Empéronrs Refident at the Port,
who was found in the Grand Vifiers Tent,is now in this (343
This
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. This moment comes the News that Friday laft the 1725, a part of the
Turks Army fled away in fuch hafte, within fight of Reab, as if
‘ours were at their backs ; the Officer who brought it, added that in
his way from Raab he met with but two Zurés, whom he brought
Prifoners to Bruckam of Ceytha ,- where he fold them for four Pecks
of Oats. All the Enemies or. Rebels who had got into the Ifle of Sebur,
are retired thence. , There are gone down from hence fome Boats full
of Infantry towards Hungary. Weare in hopes to hear fhortly of fome
great Enterprize o the Zurks.. Here are daily brought in abundance
‘of young Children whom the Zur£s had taken Captive ; they ravifh'd

the young Maids and Women, and cur off the Heads of the old Men
and Women.

. Here is News from Gratz, That Count Budrani (who hath d<fired
Count Strafoldo to intercede for him to the Emperour ) had command-
ed 8ooo Huffurs of his Troops, under the Command of his Son and the
Count Nzdafli,to fall on 2000 Turks encamped near Canefa, and that
they have put them all to the Sword. Baron Buroni is dead , and his
Son revolted from the Rebels , and begs the Emperours Pardon. The
Turks who are Prifoners, unanimoufly affirm, That the Grand Vifier
hath caufed Iorakhim Balfa Vifier ot Buda tobe ftrangled for firft giving
Ground at the Battle betore Vienna. Part of the Ottoman Army is ar-
rived near Greeks /b We(Jemburg. :

Since this Signal Vitory obtained by the Chriftian Army ( who
_fome days had refrefhed themfelves ) we are certainly informed they
pafled Presbourgh the 23th. of September , in purfuit of the fcatter-
ed Forces of the Ottoman Army, who fled to Stollweiffembourgh ; fo
that a few days will bring us an Accompt of what has paffed between
them. This Vicory hath already given this advantage to our Affairs,
that the Count of Zrau[mondorfe had taken and confifcated the Ca-
ftles and Revenues of thofe who had done Homage to the Zur£; and
jt was refolved to do the like in Hangary.
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
